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Second Adult Rebate

What is Second Adult Rebate?
Second Adult Rebate is additional help towards paying your Council Tax.  Entitlement is based on the income of other adults in the household (second adults), not that of the Council Tax payer.


Who qualifies?
You may be eligible to claim Second Adult Rebate if:
· you are single (you may still be able to claim if you have a partner and they are disregarded under Council Tax regulations)

· you are liable to pay Council Tax

· you live with someone else who is on a low income and not a paying lodger.

A disregarded person is any of the following:

· under 18

· an education leaver under 20

· a full-time student

· youth training trainees under 25

· apprentices on NCVQ/SVEC courses

· a carer

· severely mentally impaired

· someone in prison or another form of detention
· someone normally living elsewhere

· a member of a religious community

· diplomat and member of an international body or of visiting forces.


How much could I receive?
	Rebate for second adults on Income Support, Income based Jobseeker's Allowance or Pension Credit (Guarantee Credit)
	25%

	If the second adult's gross weekly income is less than £175.00
	15%

	If the second adult's gross weekly income is between £175.00 to £227.99
	7.5%
