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Working Tax Credits

What are Working Tax Credits?
Working Tax Credits are a means tested benefit that can be paid to claimants who are in full time employment of at least 16 hours per week.  If the claimant has dependant children Working Tax Credits may also include financial help towards the cost of registered child care.


Who qualifies?

The basic starting conditions are:

· working 16 hours or more per week and responsible for a child/young person
· working 16 hours or more per week and disabled
· working 16 hours or more per week, over 50 and just started work after a period of unemployment
· working at least 30 hours per week and over the age of 25.


How much could I receive?
The amount of Working Tax Credits payable depends on the claimant’s circumstances and their annual taxable income (including their partner’s if applicable).  Increased amounts may be payable if the claimant or their partner work more than 30 hours week, are disabled or are over 50 and have recently returned to work following a period of unemployment.
